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Time to Move

On July 13th, 2009 the MCC Material
Resource Center (MRC) Board of Directors
voted unanimously to accept a proposal to
purchase space in a new building being
constructed at 737 Hagey Center Drive,
Schoolhouse Road in Franconia Township.
For the past seven years, MRC has been
working out of a building owned by
Franconia Mennonite Conference at 461
Indian Creek Road. Our production and
volunteer numbers have increased making a
larger space necessary. Franconia Mennonite
Conference’s business manager recently
informed the MRC board and staff that they
had acquired new tenants for their building.
A task force from the MRC Board was charged
with seeking a viable option for relocating
MRC'’s operation as soon as possible.

MRC’s board had been in the process of
analyzing new information concerning
proposed construction on donated land on
Souder Road in Franconia Township. After
research with local builders and the township
and analyzing projected cost increases since
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the 2006 plan, they realized that building on
that tract of land would not be a wise use of
financial resources at this time.

The board felt the hand of God as a new
opportunity arose for purchasing space in a
new four tenant business warehouse along
Schoolhouse Road in Franconia Township.
“This building is much more cost effective
considering our present financial status in
this economic time. We have faith that those
in our community will support us as we
continue to provide hope to others around
the world” stated Board President Abram
Landes.

The MRC Board is currently working on floor
plans for the new building which will house
the activities of quilting, knotting comforters,
gathering and checking kits, making rags,
collecting books for Book Savers (an
on-going project where textbooks and story
books are collected to be used locally for
schools in need or sent to the mission field),
and the operation of the meat canner. We are
hoping to be in our new building by
December 31, 20009.

The fundraising campaign has started. We
need your help to raise $545,000 by January!
